Mexico City A Woman Wrote: ‘They 
Took So much of Us, They also Took 
Our Fear’ (Engage Studios Home 
Truths Exhibition 2020). She is 
completig her manuscript Intimate 
Power: Autobiography of a City is a 
work of microtravel & autofiction set in 
Liverpool. An elected membefore Irish 
PEN and Visual Artists Ireland, she has 
been a guest-curator on artist-led 
exhibitions with the Irish Museum of 
Modern Art (El Lissitzky: The Artist and 
the State), the National Library of 
Ireland and Central Library Liverpool. 
She is Associate Professor of Creative 
Writing & Literature at Hope University 
Liverpool.
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
